Group Riding 
 

GWRRA refers to our style of riding by a couple of names.  Group 
Riding is also called TEAM Riding.  This is for good reason.  The 
TEAM in TEAM Riding is an acronym for “Together Each Accom-
plishes More”.  When we have a very successful “Group Ride” it is 
usually because we truly rode as a TEAM.  Everyone knows their 
function in the group and performs it well.  It often seem as though the 
Front Door and the Back Door are reading each other’s minds.  The 
riders in between know what to expect from those Fronts and Backs 
as well as each other.  Lane Changes just seem choreographed.   We 
slide from staggered formation to single file and back again effort-
lessly.  Sometimes, even without the use of the CB.  It is truly a beau-
tiful thing when it works. 
 
When it does not quite work, at best it just looks unprofessional or 
uncoordinated.  But at worst we could create unsafe conditions.  Re-
cently we have seen lane changes where riders are crossing each 
other’s path.  Also we have seen Back Doors that do not seem to wait 
for enough room to take a lane. 
 
We would like to encourage everyone in the Chapter to come to an-
other Group Riding Seminar or a Road Captain Seminar.  We all can 
benefit from the refresher.  Even our long standing Road Captains 
should repeat these seminars periodically.  A Group Riding Seminar 
is scheduled for September 17.  This will be the last seminar in Chap-
ter CA-1F for 2010.  We will be scheduling all of the seminars for 
2011 at the January planning meeting.  In the meantime, feel free to 
contact us if there is a need for a one on one seminar.
