Recap of the GWRRA District Officers’ Meeting from the Rider Ed Prospective 

We are writing this article just after returning from the District Officers’ meeting in beautiful 
Bakersfield, California.  The weekend was rainy, but we stayed dry and the socialization 
was fully up to GWRRA standards. 

Elma and I sat in on the Saturday morning presentations by Bill Johnson our District Direc-
tor and Anita Alkire our Chapter Member and Region Director.  There are a few new things 
that came out of their presentations, but we will let your Chapter Director pass those along. 

Late morning, Elma and I went into a breakout meeting lead by Dennis Kunter the District 
Rider Educator.  There were a number of new Chapter Educators in the room, so Dennis 
spent some time explaining that GWRRA maintains its Not-for-Profit IRS status by docu-
menting that 51% of our activities support motorcycle education and safety of our mem-
bers and the general public.

Additionally, if any of you 
have updates which need to be sent into the District please be sure Elma or I receive a 
copy.  We send most changes to District on forms that we process.  Your personal infor-
mation such as street address, email address or phone number must be updated by you 
by calling Phoenix at 800-943-9460.
